‘Now the team is not just one player, but many. If the centre back should say “because I’m not a striker I don’t belong in this team”, he wouldn’t for that reason cease to be a part of the team. And if the goalkeeper should say “because I’m not a creative midfielder, I don’t belong in this team”, he wouldn’t for that reason cease to be a part of the team. If the whole team were strikers, where would the defense be? Or if you had 11 lumbering defenders, where would the goals come from? But in fact, the manager has arranged the players in the team, every one of them just as he wanted them to be…’

Do you group agree with this? Where would they see themselves in this team set up?
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
